We are pleased to send you the details for the NOMS VSU Grants Programme 2007-08 to support projects by voluntary and community organisations working with offenders and their families. 
The funding available is equivalent to a total of £500,000 a year and the focus for applications this year is on projects working with children and families of young and adult offenders. In particular projects addressing the needs of women, and black, Asian and minority ethnic offenders are encouraged. There is no ceiling for the amount that can applied for but applicants are advised that awards are likely to be between £15,000 to £60,000 a year. All applicants are expected to obtain match funding from other sources for up to 50 % of thier total project costs. Funding is available for up to three years and there are two stages to the application process. The deadline for  Stage 1 applications is Friday 15 September 2006.
